*** Club Schedule ***

Once a member, you have internet & cell access to our google club calendar.
Touch the phone icon, and a calendar displays all the days/times reserved.
Add Your time by touching a specific day.

Since there are 3 boats in the group, its not likely weekend days are unavailable.
If that were to happen, the group size would be reduced.

Typically nothing is scheduled beyond 3 weeks, but if you wanted to
guarantee a specific day or weekend say 9 months out, you could.

Be accurate on your times:
If a boat were scheduled tomorrow say 1-5:30pm, the same boat could also
be scheduled for tomorrow morning before noon, or evening after 6, or both.

Scheduled days do not have to be consecutive. If you deplete your monthly allocation of
days, members may schedule additional time 1hr before use; eXtra day OK.
Don't schedule a time and not show up! It takes away availability for others.

Live-aboards are not allowed in the marina, buasmmnal overnights are OK.
By having three boats and keeping a low profile haee never had a problem.

Members can ‘reach out’ via the calendar also. Styyieal uses might be;

Are there any members intm@sn day sailing from Dana to Oceanside,
moor/dock, and | day sail it back to Dana? You es@ my car at the end of your leg, and I'll
pick it up at the end of my leg.

Express over Sunday morning and we will make addaty Is there anyone that wants to
Express over and sail the boat back Sunday/Mondagday?”
